Montpelier, James and Dolley Madisonõs Estate 
James and Dolley Madison loved to entertain and Dolley was known as one of 

Americaôs great hostesses. When entertaining, the Madisonsô table was 

bountiful and loaded with good things in the Virginia tradition. A guided tour of 

the Madisonsô home, Montpelier, you will be introduced to their life after the 

Presidency and people who visited them there as well as the social customs of 

the Madisons and the food traditions still found in Virginia today. 

Barboursville Vineyard 
Barboursville Vineyard is one of the Mid-Atlanticôs most honored wineries. Itôs 

resemblance to a Tuscan winery is no accident as Barboursville is owned by 

Italyôs leading wine family. Savor the essence of the vineyardôs fine Italian 

wines while overlooking the Blue Ridge Mountains.  Take a tour of the barrel 

room with a wine expert or venture outside to explore the ruins of the Thomas 

Jefferson-designed plantation house of early Virginia governor James Barbour. 

Michie Tavern 
Savor a hearty mid-day meal served by colonial costumed staff in a historic 

tavern accommodating travelers with food, drink and lodging for more than 200 

years. Items include Southern favorites like fried chicken, mashed potatoes and 

homemade biscuits. 
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Monticello Garden Tour 
Thomas Jefferson's iconic Monticello is one of America's treasures. Jefferson's 

genius can be found inside and out. Jefferson raised and experimented with a 

wide variety of vegetables, fruits, flowers and shrubs. His table was 

sophisticated and his cook was trained in French cuisine, so it was important to 

him to raise fresh, tasty things. Our visit will include a thorough look at 

Monticello's garden and the people who worked there. 

Charlottesville City Market 
Every Saturday April ï December local farmers gather a block off the 

Downtown Mall to sell their fresh produce, grass-fed meats, herbs and cheeses. 

Stroll the market where you can purchase Virginia products and crafts to take 

home. 

Maya Restaurant 
Dishing up Southern ñmade from scratchò recipes make the Maya Restaurant a local favorite. Dine on 

cornmeal-crusted catfish or BBQ ribs while enjoying the historic surrounding of Charlottesvilleôs Downtown 

Mall. 

Albemarle Cider Works 
Connect with cider making heritage at an award winning ñlocalò favorite. 

Jefferson experimented with 18 or more varieties of apples at Monticello and 

some of those same varieties are cultivated at the cideryôs orchards today. A 

blending full-bodied ciders to rival those produced in the Colonial era. Take a 

tour of the orchard and discover a century of cider making in Virginia. 

Carter Mountain Orchard 
Folks have been picking their own fun at Carter Mountain Orchard since 1998. Depending on the season, the orchard 

bursts with apples, peaches, pears and other good things.  Its Country Store is brimming with local crafts, gourmet 

foods, apple butter, jams, jellies and other delectable. Enjoy a hayride through the orchard, a wine tasting from local 

winery Prince Michel Vineyards and a barbecue dinner overlooking Charlottesville and the Blue Ridge Mountains. The 

whole experience is a real ñbreath of fresh air.ò�� 

Main Street Market and FEAST Samplings 
A perfect stop on the way out of town is Main Street Market. The vintage 

building houses an assortment of purveyors of goodies including a baked 

goods, spices, wine and locally-sourced foods such as cheese, cured meats, 

jams and jellies and fresh vegetables. Stop, sample and pick up a little Virginia 

to take home.
